Horses will only be permitted to compete in two individual championship
classes (warm up classes and pairs not included). Competitors that qualify
the same horse in three individual championship classes will be required to
choose which classes they will contest at the Championship. This must be
declared to the Official Steward at the area qualifier on the day.

* The Novice Dressage to Music will have two sections, one section for
horses/ponies with no BD points, the second for horses/ponies with BD points.
Please see the 2019 BRC Handbook (page 95) for clarification of eligibility.

N.B. The Dressage to Music classes will be held indoors in a 60m x 20m
arena as will the elementary and medium classes.

* All DTM competitors — individuals and at least one of the pair riders — must
hold as a minimum BD Club Membership in order to compete.
